Summer School on Capability, Poverty and Well-Being Measurement
12-17 September 2007
New York City, USA
The capability approach formulated by the 1998 Nobel Laureate Amartya Sen, and further developed by the philosopher Martha Nussbaum, has become an important new paradigm in thinking about development. Yet, complexity arises regarding issues related to measurement and policy application. The purpose of this intensive summer school, which takes place just before the 2007 HDCA International Conference, is to provide a thorough conceptual and technical introduction to current literature and techniques of measuring and comparing capabilities.
The summer school will be jointly organized by Enrica Chiappero-Martinetti, Director of the Human Development, Capability and Poverty International Research Centre, - a research centre promoted the Institute for Advanced Study in Pavia -, and by Sabina Alkire, Director of the Oxford Poverty and Human Development Initiative based at the University of Oxford.
Participants’ profile: 

The summer school is primarily addressed to Master & PhD students who are working on capability measurement. Applicants who are already at the stage of pursuing a research project are particularly welcome. Candidates with a different background and an interest in empirical analysis in the field of human development and capability (researchers, practitioners etc.) can be considered on the basis of their experience. 
Participants are expected to have a basic background in social sciences and quantitative methods and should be familiar with the capability approach. Some background readings can be sent to participants prior to the start of the summer school. Throughout the summer school, participants will be actively involved in discussion, and will be invited to present their research work as well as to share their experiences regarding different techniques of empirical analysis.
Format: 
The summer school will include four-days of intensive teaching (12-15 September), and half a day of a wrap-up session (17 September). 
Teaching sessions will cover amongst others the following topics: fuzzy set theory, poverty dynamics, human development indices, multidimensional indices, structural equation models, factor analysis, capability production functions, and other statistical and econometric techniques applied in this field of research. The programme will further include working group activities as well as presentations of participants’ research work.
There might be also the option to meet with HDCA fellows and members in a more informal context on Sunday, the 16th of September, to discuss the involvement of young motivated people in various activities of the HDCA
